1. Introduction

Ihe rules define the various aspects related to the activitics of [SC at the UoP,
including admission procedure, chigibility, and code of conduct. based on General
Guidelines issued by the University Grants Commission (UGC), Association of
Indian Universities (ATU) and Statutory | Regulatory directives issued from time to
time by the Government.
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Scope

All the matters related to International Students shall be handled by the I1SC. [t shall
provide necessary guidance for admission to various programmes of the UoP
through various activities, such as campaigns, road shows, participation in
International Exhibitions, Fairs or by other means, as approved by the Hon’ble Vice
Chancellor from time to time. It shall be the responsibility of the ISC to mobilize
admissions from desi gnated countries approved by the Executive Committee of the
UoP. It shall act as the nodal point for all correspondence related to international
students. such as promotional support, with foreign recruitment agencies,
prospective students and other foreign entities for this purpose.

The student must also submit all the required documents
by e-mail or by post.
